Affiliates Companies related by common ownership or control. They can be financial and
non-financial companies.
® Pony Express Bank does not share with our affiliates.

Nonaffiliates Companies not related by common ownership or control. They can be financial and
non-financial companies.
® Pony Express Bank does not share with nonaffiliates so they can market to you.

Joint Marketing A formal agreement between nonaffiliated financial companies that together market
financial products or services to you.
® Pony Express Bank doesn't jointly market.

Other Important Information

To help the government fight funding of terrorism and money laundering activities, federal law requires all financial
institutions to obtain, verify, and record information that identifies each person who opens an account. We will ask for
your name, address, date of birth, and other information that will allow us to identify you. We may also ask to see your
driver's license and other identifying documents.
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
